CHARGED AGAINST THE THREE PERCENT (3%) ADMINISTRATIVE
SUPPORT COST UNDER THE GUIDELINES ON THE TERTIARY
EDUCATION SUBSIDY (TES) DISBURSEMENT AND MONITORING
SYSTEM FOR PRIVATE HIGHER EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS WITH
VALIDATED TES GRANTEES DURING THE TRANSITORY PERIOD IN
ACADEMIC YEAR 2018-2019

During the Orientations on TES Management System (TMS) organized by the Private
Education Association Committee (PEAC) in coordination with the UniFAST Secretariat held at
various venues nationwide on March 11-16, 2019, there were issues and concerns that were
discussed and deliberated during the open forums. One of the major issues was concerning
the expenses that may be charged against the three percent (3%) Administrative Support Cost.
This pertains to the “Honoraria” given to regular employees who assisted in processing the
student applications and assessment, verification and validation of their respective
documentary requirements, and the disbursements of the Tertiary Education Subsidy funds to
student-grantees.

The UniFAST Board during its 215t Regular Meeting on April 22, 2019 ruled by virtue of
Board Resolution No. 2019-027 that the said “Honoraria” is disallowed pursuant to
government accounting and auditing rules and regulations. However, meal allowances may be
given subject to Commission on Audit (COA) rules and regulations.

Pursuant to the UniFAST Board Resolution No. 2019-027, all private Higher Education
Institutions are hereby informed that “Honoraria” is not allowed to be charged against the
three percent (3%) Administrative Support Cost and further instructed to strictly comply
with Implementing Rules and Regulations of Republic Act No. 10931.
