2020-028, in case the student was identified as a CHED-TDP or CSP beneficiary and at the
same time a Tertiary Education Subsidy (TES) grantee, the monetary benefits received by the
student under the CHED-TDP or CSP shall be deducted from the TES grant that will be
released by your respective offices to the grantee, through the higher education institution
(HEI). The concerned student should be informed of the said rule, by the CHED RO in
coordination with the HEI.
